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Some chiidren do not have pets; some
have never had pels. Your infroducing a
pet to such puplls can be & positive and
shimulating experisnce. When lesson aids
refer to the children’s own pels, sugges!
fo the children that they imagine that they
have a pel.

Some children are afraid of pels. If vou are
intraducing & pet fo such pupils, do so
gently and with care. Show the children
how fo pet the animal and encourage them
o do 0. Show how much pleasure can be
denvad by both the animal and the pupils
in gently handling the animal.

Introduction

his series of lessons and activities is for primary children. The

aim is to stimulate the development of humane attitudes and

a positive appreciation of all animals through the study of their
own beloved pets,

Because many children seem naturally curious about animals and
because many have pets. humane education is a subject to which
children will respond with enthusiasm and confidence.

The eight lessons in this unit are built around the six concepls im-
portant to humane education. Lessons 1 and 2 provide some
background by helping children classify animals. They help children
learn that some animals make good pets and others do nat, and they
provide practical information concerning pet care. Lessons 3, 4, and
5 serve as models for the study of any pet. Lesson 7 expands on
Lessons 3 and 4 by giving more detailed information on pet care,
In Lesson 8, children learn that some animals can {ill necessary roles
in society and be pets as well.

Children can acquire and strengthen skills in conversing, recording,
graphing, classifving, drawing, modelling and thinking as they study
pets.

Teachers can select from each lesson the activities that best meet
the needs of specific individuals and/or groups of children.
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
